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‘Guernica’ Painted by Pablo Picasso in the year 1937

This is one of the most famous paintings by Pablo Picasso that depicts the bombing of the ancient
Basque village in Guernica, Spain on April 26, 1937 by the Germans. The news of the bomb attack
shook the entire world. It was the first time modern media could create images of war so vividly
and quickly.Picasso intensely reacted to the news, five days after the bombing he began expressing
his outrage on a huge canvas measuring 28'8”’x 11'6” This large canvas embodies for many the
inhumanity, brutality and hopelessness of war, and the cruelty to civilians.

The profound impact of the black, white and grey masterpiece, like the event is overwhelming and
stands as a lasting symbol of out range over atrocities against the innocent. Picasso created the most
important anti-war picture in the history of art.

Through the art of Guernica, Picasso educates us not only about the bombing but also
about humankind and our tradition of war.
